The Northeast Georgia Regional Development Center (RDC) has completed its review of the following Development of Regional 
Impact (DRI). The Northeast Georgia RDC reviewed the proposed project with regard to conflicts with regional plans, goals, and 
policies and the impacts it might have on the activities, plans, goals, and policies of other local jurisdictions and state, federal, and 
other agencies. The finding does not address whether the DRI is or is not in the best interest of the local government.

Name of Proposed Project: Mount Pleasant 
Submitting Local Government: Newton County 
 
Finding: After review of information submitted by the host government and comments received from affected agencies, the Northeast 
Georgia RDC finds that the development is in the best interest of the Region and therefore the State. 
  
Additional Comments:  
 
The review produced the following concerns: 

• The Review Committee expressed concern that historically significant resources may be located within or near the proposed 
project site. 

• The Review Committee expressed concern with the amount of impervious surface as well as the potential effects of 
stormwater runoff and the subsequent impacts on water quality. 

• The Review Committee expressed concern with the lack of connectivity between passive recreation areas and pedestrian or 
bicycle facilities. 

 
Should the project be pursued, the following recommendations are made: 

• The Review Committee recommends that the developer address the project layout to mitigate potential stormwater 
management issues. 

• Every effort must be made to comply with all local, state, and federal environmental regulations throughout the development 
phase to ensure minimal impact on the surrounding areas. 

• The Review Committee recommends that the developer address the project layout to maximize passive recreation 
opportunities to better serve the expected population.
