The Northeast Georgia Regional Development Center (RDC) has completed its review of the following Development of Regional
Impact (DRI). The Northeast Georgia RDC reviewed the proposed project with regard to conflicts with regional plans, goals, and
policies and the impacts it might have on the activities, plans, goals, and policies of other local jurisdictions and state, federal, and
other agencies. The finding does not address whether the DRI is or is not in the best interest of the local government.

Name of Proposed Project: Crawford Village
Submitting Local Government: Oglethorpe County

Finding: After review of information submitted by the host government and comments received from affected agencies, the Northeast
Georgia RDC finds that the development is in not the best interest of the Region and therefore the State.

Additional Comments:

The reasons for this finding are as follows:

e The Review Committee expressed concern with the current lack of adequate wastewater capacity to serve this project.

e The potential traffic impacts greatly exceed the road network’s ability to accommodate the anticipated additional traffic
volumes. The Review Committee concurred with Georgia Department of Transportation assessment that that the proposed
development would decrease the Level of Service of US Highway 78.

e The Review Committee expressed concern with the amount of impervious surface as well as the potential effects of
stormwater runoff and the subsequent impacts on water quality.

e The Review Committee expressed concern with the cumulative impacts of solid waste generation on the available capacity of
regional landfills, specifically addressing the diminishing capacity of the receiving landfill.

e The Review Committee expressed concern with the adverse impacts on the capacities of the local school system resulting
from the proposed project independent of additional growth throughout the county.

Should the project be pursued, the following recommendations are made:

e A detailed traffic impact analysis should be conducted to address the direct impacts on the adjacent road network and identify
the needed improvements. The developer(s) should work closely with Oglethorpe County, the City of Crawford, and GDOT
to minimize the adverse impacts on the road network’s level of service.

e The Review Committee recommends that the developer address the project layout to mitigate stormwater management issues.

e The Review Committee recommends that the developer work with the county and city to implement a feasible phasing
schedule corresponding to the availability of infrastructure.

e The Review Committee recommends that the developer work with the affected school system to identify a phasing schedule
minimizing strains on the available school capacity.

o Every effort must be made to comply with all local, state, and federal environmental regulations throughout the development
phase to ensure minimal impact on the surrounding areas.

The committee’s finding is due to the highly conceptual nature of the development at this time.
