Roadway Inventory

To determine existing traffic conditions of nearby roadway segments and study
intersections serving the site, an inventory was made of the major roads in the vicinity of
the subject site. The physical and traffic control elements of each of the roadways, as
well as the functional classification and other important elements for the study
roadways, follows.

For the purposes of this discussion, the Interstate 85 (I-85) ramps and Jett Roberts Road
are assumed to run north-south. Dry Pond Road (SR 82) is assumed to run east-west at
the study intersections. Hog Mountain Road (McClure Industrial Drive) is assumed to run
east-west at the intersection with Jett Roberts Road.

Interstate-85 is a four-lane median-divided Rural Interstate Principal Arterial with a
70 mph speed limit, capable of carrying regional traffic over long distances. The
interchange is a diamond interchange and there are STOP signs on the I-85 ramps at
SR 82. The land uses along I-85 are industrial and undeveloped/agricultural.

Dry Pond Road (SR 82), is a two-lane undivided Rural Major Collector with an assumed
45 mph speed limit, capable of carrying local traffic between SR 323 to the north and
SR 11 to the south. The land uses along SR 82 are industrial, residential, and
undeveloped/agricultural.

Wayne Poultry Road is a two-lane undivided Rural Minor Arterial with an assumed 55
mph speed limit, capable of carrying local traffic between Highway 129 to the west
and Dry Pond Road (SR 82) to the east. The land uses along Wayne Poultry Road /
RACO Industrial Road are industrial, residential and undeveloped/agricultural.

RACO Industrial Road is a two-lane undivided Rural Local Road with an assumed 35
mph speed limit. RACO Industrial Road aligns with Wayne Poultry Road on the north
side of Dry Pond Road and appears to function solely as a driveway to the RACO
Industrial facility. The land uses along RACO Industrial Road are industrial and
undeveloped/agricultural.

Jett Roberts Road is a two-lane undivided Rural Minor Arterial with a 45 mph posted
speed limit, capable of carrying local traffic between SR 82 to the north and SR 11 to
the south. The land uses along Jett Roberts Road are residential and
undeveloped/agricultural.
