Impact (DRI). The Northeast Georgia RDC reviewed the proposed project with regard to conflicts with regional plans, goals, and 
policies and the impacts it might have on the activities, plans, goals, and policies of other local jurisdictions and state, federal, and 
other agencies. The finding does not address whether the DRI is or is not in the best interest of the local government.

Finding: After review of information submitted by the host government and comments received from affected agencies, the Northeast 
Georgia RDC finds that the development is in the best interest of the Region and therefore the State. 
  
Additional Comments:  
 
The review produced the following concerns: 

• The future availability of water due to the ongoing drought, and predictions of continued diminished water resources could 
make it difficult to serve this project. 

• The amount of impervious surface as well as the potential effects of stormwater runoff and the subsequent impacts on water 
quality. 

 
Should the project be pursued, the following recommendations are made: 

• Development should be phased concurrent with the ability of supportive infrastructure to accommodate the additional 
growth.  

• The project should implement Best Management Practices for stormwater management controls as found in the Georgia 
Stormwater Management Manual (www.georgiastormwater.com) to minimize the potential adverse impacts on local and 
regional water quality. 

• The developer should coordinate closely with Loganville, Gwinnett County, and the Georgia Department of Transportation to 
implement all improvements discussed in the traffic study to address the potential traffic impacts.  

• Every effort must be made to comply with all local, state, and federal environmental regulations throughout the development 
phase to ensure minimal impact on the surrounding areas.
